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The BIP-8224P and BIP-8229P decoder/drivers
provide decimal readout on a standard rectangu-
lar NIXIE® tube, type 8422 (B-5991) from 4-line,
8-4-2-1 binary coded decimal inputs. Solid state
decoder circuitry accepts either Positive (BIP-
8229P) or Negative (BIP-8224P) logic with logic
level separations of 2.4V to 27V and controls the
selection of the NIXIE tube numerical elements.
The unit is non-latching in that it requires a
continuously available BCD information input.

The modules feature a socket pack construc-
tion; i.e., socket and decoder are an integral unit.
Height and width dimensions are those of the
socket itself, permitting minimum center-to-
center spacing for muilti-digit displays.
